	Children’s Trust Framework

Children & Young People’s Plan

MR said there are 7 courses available.  A full prospectus is available on the website, www.parentingacadamy.org.  Parenting programmes giving recommendations from other services.  Kim Roberts to feedback at the next meeting.  Attached from MR – Parenting Skills Programmes in Medway: Brief.

A template will be done and sent out to all.

Relieving parenting skills, was due 31st Dec 08.  MR asked SR for figures.

MR said working with parent elements is a big issue.  

What are we going to do about training, maybe Solihull?  

Skills of people working with children  - common cause

CAF

Providers unable to access training. CAF’s time to complete, is it a priority – yes and it is National.  Need to enable this to share information with all.  Some people are still confused how to do a CAF.  Many agreed CAF is an intensive 2 day course and involves a lot of work and also found to be very conflicting.   SL suggested more training as some still found it very confusing.  LB will enquire about this as CAF has been around for a long time and should be working well.    The PCT had problems due to staff had to be CRB checked first to access CAF.  LB agreed this needs to go back to Workforce Development. 

MR has a booklet with very useful information.  She will find out how to access this.

	3 categories have been agreed:

· Maternity Matters

· CAF

· Domestic Violence

It was agreed that there was more of a need than signposting.  These will need to be turned into action plans and to be more generic.  There are lots of issues around this but as it is the 1st draft, there is room for changes.

Other areas suggested to be looked into:

· Violence, how do we support families – although this is around safeguarding, there is a need for programmes and more support for children involved with domestic violence

· Misuse Substance, for parents/carers – Alcohol is on the increase, although this is a adult service concern, children need to be looked at. 

· Childhood Obesity, this was missed out as already national, but perhaps this needs to be dealt with as also revolved around teenage pregnancy and children out of school.

· Fathers and substance misuse, this can be picked up within other areas

There is a need to how much information should be given to the public.  Although there is a lot of information for parents to look at, SL said that some parents found it very over whelming and not sure what they really needed to look at.

A


Assess the types of programmes needed locally as evidence by:


· Management information


· Current local service plans and strategies


· National policy requirements


· Information and views form local service providers including Council, Health, Police, Third Sector and other partners as appropriate


· Evidence from other local authorities regarding impact of specific programmes


· Views of parents and carers (within first 3 months of post)


B


· Review the current programmes recommended by the nation Academy of Parenting Practitioners (NAPP) and recommend ‘best fit’ with A above (by end of first 3 months of post)


C


· Co-ordinate Medway’s bid to NAPP for places on their programme of free parenting skills training for practitioners in conjunction with appropriate services (this training to take place between April and July ’09)


D


Make recommendations on the practitioner training programme to be instituted over the following 2½ years including:


· Range of courses to meet evidenced needs


· Infrastructure and processes needed to roll out the training and ensure successful delivery to parents/carers (by month 5)


E


· Facilitate sign off of the programme by relevant senior managers and responsible bodies  (by end of month 6), including assignment of accountable service/body that will carry forward the programme
